SECTION I. AUTHORITY. The following Rules and Regulations Pertaining to
Arkansas Cancer Registry are duly adopted and promulgated by the Arkansas

State Board of Health pursuant to the authority expressly conferred by the
laws of the State of Arkansas, A.C.A. § 20-15-201, et seq.

SECTION II. PURPOSE. Since cancer is one of the leading causes of death in
Arkansas 1t 1s essential that specific information concerning this group of
diseases be collected, analyzed and reported. Al) Arkansans will benefit from
the epidemiological surveillance of this group of diseases.

SECTION III. DEFINITIONS.

"A. Registry. Means the system for the reporting, collection, and analysis of
cancer cases by the Arkansas Department of Health. . _

B. Reporting. Means the notification furnished to the Arkansas Department of

Health of cases of in situ or invasive neoplasms of the human body, not
fncluding squamous cell and basal cell carcinoma of the. skin.

SECTION IV. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS. "
A. Each hospital or other medical facility providing screening, diagnostic or
therapeutic service, physicians, including surgeons, and all other health
care practitioners or their designees shall vreport the following
information concerning each case.
